Infrastructurii, Presedintele Parti Romane in Comisie, iar delegatia ucraineana (in
continuare Partea Ucraineana) a fost condusa de domnul Kostyantyn Efimenko, Prim
adjunct al ministrului infrastructurii, Presedintele Partii Ucrainene in Comisie.

3.6. Colaborarea in domeniul situatiilor de urgenta

S-a convenit ca, la data si locul agreat de catre cele doua parti, sa aiba loc
negocieri pentru finalizarea si pregatirea pentru semnare a textului proiectului
Acordului intre Guvernul Roméaniei si Cabinetul de Ministri al Ucrainei privind
cooperarea in domeniul prevenirii, limitarii si inlaturarii consecintelor dezastrelor.

3.12.Colaborarea in domeniul informatiilor geo-spatiale

Ca urmare a discutiilor, partile au recunoscut:

- Importanta informatiilor de geo-spatiale (harti digitale, imagini de satelit si
rezultatele prelucrarii acestora etc.), pentru rezolvarea sarcinilor de monitorizare a
mediului Tnconjurator, efectuarea lucrarilor de cadastru, dezvoltarea infrastructurii (de
transport, energie etc.), amenajarea teritoriului, dezvoltarea durabila, securitatea
nationald si altele;

- Perspectivele de organizare a cooperarii i a schimbului de experientd privind
informatiile geo-spatiale si tehnologie legate de aceasta, atat nationale céat si
transfrontaliere chestiuni bilaterale, europene si mondiale;
